ROOM RESPONSIBILITY POLICY

PCA has adopted the following rules in order to insure that their members and their dogs will be welcome at

hotels in the future.

Any individual attending a PCA Sanctioned Event and staying in a hotel, motel inn or campsite/fairground has

the responsibility of leaving that room or campsite exactly as found.  This includes picking up after dogs on the

grounds.   Anyone who damages a room or campsite/fairground & does not report the  dam age to the

hotel/campsite/fairground management, and does not make immediate restitution or arrangements to do so

within a period of time agreed upon by the management, shall be subject to any or all the following actions by

the PCA Board of D irectors.

1.  May be banned from  show at the next PCA sanctioned event(s).

2.  May be subject to AKC sanctions.

3.  Membership in the PCA may be term inated & may not be allowed to be reinstated.

Damages shall be defined as:

1. Flea infestation, urine, defecation and/or any damage to hotel/campsite/fairground property (walls,

bedspreads, carpets, drapes, etc.)

2.   Any verified complaint by the host hotel/campsite/fairground.

3.   Any verified complaint by a PCA member.

PCA Room Regulations:

1.   All dogs must be crated & quiet when left alone in a room.  Noisy dogs shall be quieted upon request,

even if this means the owner/handler must stay in the room with the dog.

2.  Individuals w ill be expected to immediately report any damage by dogs  or them selves to the

hotel/campsite/fairground management & to assume complete financial responsibility for those damages.

3.  No bathing or grooming will be allowed in rooms.  A grooming room will be available whenever possible.

4.   Dogs are  to  be a llowed on hotel furniture ONLY if the furniture is covered with protective covering

provided by the owner/handler.

5.   All owners/handlers will take preventive measures to as sure tha t their dogs are free of fleas, m ites,

intestinal parasites and other communicable diseases prior to arriving at the hotel/campsite.

Brood Bitch Class - W ill be for Brood Bitches and two of their Produce.  Brood Bitches must be entered in the
Brood Bitch Class and must be shown in the ring with their Produce.  Owner of Brood Bitch need not necessarily
be owner of the Produce.  Produce only to be judged, based on the merits of the Produce.  W hile the merits of
the Brood Bitch are not to be considered in the placem ent of the entry, the Brood Bitch m ust be exam ined to
determ ine if it has a condition that would require its d isqualification or excusal under the Dog  Show Rules, AKC policy,

or the standard for its breed.  Produce must be entered in a Regular C lass, Best of Breed Competition, or some

other Non-Regular Class.  Fee is $26.00 if the Brood Bitch if not entered in another class; $15.00 as an

additional class.

As the judge’s decision in the Stud Dog and Brood Bitch Classes will based on the merits of more than one dog
or bitch, no one of the dogs or bitches making up the entry judged first in the class w ill be eligible for Best of
Breed or Variety by virtue of having won this class.

Terriers (standard , toy), Chihuahuas (sm ooth coat, long coat), Eng lish Toy Spaniels (K ing  Charles and Ruby, B lenheim  and
Prince Charles), Pood les (toy, m iniature, standard ), Collies (roug h, sm ooth).

2. The following  categories of dogs m ay be entered  and shown in Best of Breed  competition; Dogs that are Champions of
Record  and  dogs, which accord ing  to their owners records, have completed  the requirements for a championships, but
whose cham pionships are unconfirm ed.  The showing of unconfirm ed Cham pions in Best of Breed competition is lim ited
to a period  of 90 days from the date of the show where the dog completed  the requirements for a championship.

3. (Dog Show Class) Consult the classification in this prem ium list.  If the dog show class in which you are entering  your dog
is d ivided, then in add ition to designating  the class, specify the particular d ivision of the class in which you are entering  your
dog, i.e., age d ivision, color d ivision, weight d ivision.

4. A dog must be entered  in the name of the person who actually owned it at the tim e entries for a show closed.  If a reg istered
dog has been acquired  by a new owner, it must be entered  in the name of its new owner in any show for which entries
closed after the date of acquirement, regard less of whether the new owner has received the reg istration certificate ind icating

that the dog is recorded in his nam e.  State on entry form  whether t ransfer application has been mailed  to A.K.C. (For
com plete rule refer to Chapter 11, Section 3).
